It reveals
unreal intensity,  full-bodied power,
stunning purity and sweet tannin. Still an
infant in terms of its development, it should
drink well for 15-20 more years. If you like
the bigger, more opulent style of Napa
Cabernet Sauvignon, you will love this
2002.
